Important Rule Changes & Clarifications from the Fall General Membership Meeting:

Divisions without chairmen by March 31 will receive a champion buckle in place of a champion saddle.

Points earned at association shows will only count up to 25% of ABRA points earned in an event. At least 75% of points must be earned at ABRA events. Any association points earned will be put in an account (on hold) until the point cutoff for that season, or enough ABRA points have been earned to add to your total.

Members with outstanding debts to the ABRA will have 30 days from the date of notification of such debts to make them good, or the member will forfeit all points earned for the year and member in good standing status.

Scheduling of weeknight ABRA shows will only be allowed from June 1 – August 15.

Division donations must be in the form of cash or check only, no gift certificates.

The required annual money making project will have a required start date of May 31 or sooner and will end with a post mark deadline of July 3 and a hand delivered date of July 4.

Each set of bonus points earned from meeting and work hours cannot be split between divisions.

All ponies will be subject to measurement any time during the year if any member suspects the pony is over the legal height. Owners will have two weeks notice of when the pony is to be measured. If the pony is found to be over legal height the rider will forfeit all pony points earned for the year.

Division chairman will submit 10% of their show profits to the general fund. Show profits include money from exhibitions, jackpots, gate fees, and horse show entries after expenses are deducted. 100% of concession stands and other fund raising projects go to the division.

Division chairmen will specify poles or barrels first when scheduling shows.

Novice Rider qualifications: Can not have won more than $250 or 250 ABRA points in barrel racing competition or won year end awards in any other ABRA events excluding lead line, 5 association points   in barrel racing competition or qualified for state in barrels or poles, or 1 AQHA point in barrels or poles.
Novice Horse and Novice Rider list will be updated by the 8th of each month and division chairmen will have this list on hand at their shows to determine who has applied and is approved for the novice classes.

No shows will be scheduled or held on the following holidays: Easter, Father’s Day, Mother’s Day, Thanksgiving, or Christmas.

Each division will draw a number which will determine the order in which dates will be chosen for the remainder of the season at the forst board meeting following the Fall General Membership Meeting.
Division chairmen will be responsible for reporting their show results to the secretary at or before the next board meeting following their show.
